BOY SCOUT TROOP 734

MEDICINE AND MEDICAL POLICIES
Because of heightened awareness of medicine and medical issues, the troop parent committee has discussed and implemented the following policies to apply to all Scouts and all campouts.

1) All medications for the current campout must be turned in directly to the Troop Health Officer. If Troop Health Officer will not be attending a campout, an email will be sent out during the week to name an interim Health Officer.
2) All medications, both over the counter and prescription, must be either:

a. In an original bottle with an attached label bearing the Scout’s name, medication name, and directions for taking the medication.
OR

b. Divided into doses in a daily medication container with the Scout’s 
name prominently on the container and a card bearing the Scout’s 
name, medication names, how to take each medication (i.e. 1 tablet
twice daily; 3 tablets with breakfast), and a description of the 
medication 
(color, tablet or capsule, any numbers or writing on the 
medication)
3) A parent or guardian is required review the Scout’s Part A health form prior 
to each campout to verify that the listed information is current. Any 
updates may be made at that time. The parent or guardian then needs to 
initial the line on the permission slip stating: I have reviewed Part A of my 
Scout’s medical form and verify that all information is current and correct. 
4) If a Scout’s medication, medication dose, or health has significant changes in the week prior to a campout, a parent or guardian (preferably without other siblings) must accompany that Scout on the campout. Exceptions may be made at the discretion of the Troop Health Officer.
FAILURE TO FOLLOW THESE POLICIES MAY RESULT IN
